How to Get to the Department of Labor

Preparing to Visit the DOL

If possible, go the DOL prior to the date of your hearing to review your case file.  Your hearing will also be at this location. Remember:

· You are not allowed on the 4th floor before 8:30 a.m.

· Take a picture ID.

· When you go to your hearing, dress as though you were going to a job interview 

· Bring a checkbook (in case you need photocopies of your case file. Copies are $.25/each) 

· Bring enough paper to make notes, in case you can't get copies made

2. To Get To The Brooklyn DOL

The Brooklyn Department of Labor Office is located at 9 Bond Street, Brooklyn.  The nearest subway stations are Hoyt-Schermerhorn (A and C trains) and DeKalb Avenue (B train). Both are within easy walking distance of the DOL.  From the Hoyt-Schermerhorn subway station, walk 2 blocks against traffic on Hoyt Street, then turn right onto Fulton Street.  From the DeKalb Avenue subway station, take the DeKalb Ave. & Flatbush Ave. exit, follow the DeKalb Avenue traffic for one block, then turn left onto Bond Street.

Hearing are held and called from the main reception room – Room 4400, which is on the 4th Floor.

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3. To Get To The Hempstead DOL

The Hempstead DOL is at 400 Oak Street, Garden City. From Hofstra School of Law: make left off of California Ave onto Hempstead Turnpike. At first light make left on to Oak Street, go straight for 1/2 mile. DOL on left hand side. To check that the case file is in call 485-8171 before 3pm. 

4. To Get To The Hauppauge DOL

Take the Northern State Parkway east to the end. Follow it onto Veteran’s Memorial Highway. Just past H. Lee Dennison Building you will see signs for the State Office Building, follow them. Hearings are held in that building on the second floor, 2B46. To check that the case file is in call 360-6504.
